January 31, 2009 – January 31, 2010 Financial Address 


It is with great pleasure that we announce that All Nations Education has raised $41,018.50 USD during the 2009 accounting year. Thanks to the tireless efforts of ANE’s staff, the inspiring generosity of over one-hundred-eighty-eight (188) currently registered 2009 donors and by the grace of God we have managed to have a small impact on the lives of many. Thank you all for your gracious partnership in support toward All Nations Education. Together, we can and have made this world a slightly better place! 


Of the $41,018.50 USD raised during the 2009 accounting year, roughly $20,000 was raised via the “Denise Haiti Disaster Relief” for the people of Haiti who have seen their way of life severely crippled by the massive earthquake that struck the island of Hispaniola (the island is shared both by Haiti and the Dominican Republic) on January 12th of 2010. By unbelievable dedication, our director of programs, Lisa Frist has led the charge on behalf of All Nations Education in raising these funds for Haiti. The funds have and are still being used to support the inflow of medical personnel and supplies into Haiti. The remaining $21,018.50 USD are funds that have been raised to support All Nations Education’s Holistic Human Development Sponsorship Programs in Peru, Ghana, and Rwanda. The Program currently has five (5) scholars studying at the University of Ghana, Legon, two (2) scholars studying at the University de Lima, Peru and one (1) scholar studying in Rwanda. One hundred percent of $9,113.60 went directly to supporting our eight (8) scholars in 2009. ANE currently has cash reserves of $12,000 in an account at Bank of America.

In 2009, for every one dollar ($1) donated eighty-five cents ($.85) went directly to the scholars in the form of direct tuition expense and/or related mentorship expense(s). The fifteen cents ($.15) represents that amount per dollar used for administrative costs such as but not limited to bank transfer fees, website and hosting costs, advertising, communications and current cash receives. To date, all ANE staff members are all volunteers and receive no compensation of any form for their services to All Nations Education. 


For 2010, All Nations Education’s goal is threefold: 1) more efficiently streamline its operations; 2) further maximize scholar utility; and 3) advocate for more donors to commit to the automatic twenty-five dollar ($25) monthly donation to better ensure ANE’s financial sustainability of the Holistic Human Development Sponsorship Program to its current levels.
