ALL NATIONS EDUCATION SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
Scholarships are granted for college education. Recipients are selected by a committee based on applicants’ academic achievement, financial need and future goals. All Nations Education (ANE) shall require the University of Ghana (UG) Selection Committee to use discretion to choose applicants who show a strong desire to meet the needs of their village after graduation. But ANE participants are not required to live in their village after graduation. 
Eligibility Requirements

To be eligible an applicant must satisfy the following requirements: 

BASIC ELIGIBILITY 

All students who seek funding through the All Nations Education Scholarship Program (ANESP) must satisfy the following requirements: 

· The applicant is enrolled in or accepted for enrollment at an accredited undergraduate school

· Must be a young adult between the ages of 17 and 25

· Must have lived in and been reared in an impoverished community
· Completed an application which will define educational history, college destination, and provide for a release of academic records (high school cumulative G.P.A.)

· ANE requires the recipients to submit a copy of an acceptance letter from the college/university of their choice or a letter of good standing from the registrar
· The applicant must submit two letters of recommendation from two different academic teachers addressing why the applicant should receive the ANE scholarship

· Applicants are required to write a personal statement that discusses what kind of people they think the world needs in order to solve the social problems of our time. The essay must be at lease 500 words and not more than 1000 words.

PERFROMANCE ELIGIBILITY 

Once it has been established that a student meets ANE’s basic criteria, the applicant must demonstrate certain performance standards:

· Completed an application for financial aid by the college’s deadline date, regardless of student’s eligibility for such assistance, and apply for other scholarships that may be offered
· Graduate with a cumulative grade point average (G.P.A.) of 3.0 (4.0 level) or higher from a public or private Secondary School. In order to meet ANE’s gender balance requirements (see below), the Financial Aid Office at UG may use discretion in choosing well-qualified applicants who have a G.P.A below 3.0.
CONTINUING ELIGIBILITY

Once the student is granted the All Nations Education Scholarship, the following criteria apply:

· The student must provide a detailed account of all scholarships and financial aid received or applied for including the source and amount of such awards.

· The student must be enrolled in college-credit-producing courses and in a degree-seeking program after his/her first year of study.

· A student must maintain at least a 3.0 cumulative grade point average (measured on an annual basis) during four conservative years of college and release those grades to ANE 

· The student must perform community service each year and provide a statement of proof that such work was completed (see student package)
· Scholarship recipients are required to actively participate in all events organized by All Nations Education (Mentorship program, Leadership training, Community services, etc.) 

· An interruption in the student’s college education lasting more than one semester shall be cause for ineligibility 

· At any time, should it be determined that a student has deliberately provided fraudulent information regarding eligibility, the scholarship offer shall be immediately canceled or withdrawn, and the student may be subject to legal action to recover any portion of the scholarship that was fraudulently obtained.

GENDER BALANCE REQUIREMENTS

· The selection committee at UG shall always maintain a gender balance when selecting potential recipients of the All Nations Education Scholarship. For example, if ANE says that it will select 5 students, the UG selection committee shall choose at least 2 woman out of the 5 chosen. If the committee cannot find a pool of applicants who meet ANE’s requirements while at the same time maintaining the gender balance, then the UG selection committee shall use discretion in selecting students who may not meet all of ANE’s requirements.
